Discussion
Regulatory services (e.g. Emergency services, Lawful Interception) require the capability to perform cross system location requests (e.g. via LCS Client). Without the ability to map a 1:1 IMS based identity such as SIP-URI/TEL-URL when a UE is in an IMS session and the 5GC LCS Client performs the query, regulatory services may not return reliable location for their needs. If the H-GMLC is unable to directly map the provided subscriber ID from the LCS Client, a mechanism needs to exist to deconflict this return to support regulatory requirements. 
2. 
Proposal
It is proposed to modify the current Interworking procedures to enable EPC-5GC IWF G-MLC to correlate current IMS identity to SUPI used in original location request when H-GMLC returns its location query result. If multiple results are returned for a single IMS ID (such as multiple SUPI mappings to helpdesk@3GPP.COM) the most current mapping will be sent with the Session ID and timestamp of the first and last SIP-URI/TEL-URL to SUPI mapping.
