SA2 Answer: 
TS 23.501 defines NF Set as:

A group of interchangeable NF instances of the same type, supporting the same services and the same Network Slice(s). The NF instances in the same NF Set may be geographically distributed but have access to the same context data.

Furthermore, subclause 5.21.3.2 states Equivalent Control Plane NFs may be grouped into NF Sets, e.g. several SMF instances are grouped into an SMF Set
SA2 discussed the issue. It is agreed that an NF (e.g. SMF) is not required to belong to more than one NF Set at any given point in time in this release. The same principle applies to NF Service Set.
