1) PC5 LINK-AMBR applied to each PC5 unicast link
Each PC5 unicast link is associated with the PC5 LINK-AMBR. Aggregate bit rate of a PC5 unicast link shall not exceed PC5 LINK-AMBR. 
2) PC5 LINK-AMBR applied to all PC5 unicast link
PC5 LINK-AMBR is in total for all PC5 unicast links. Aggregate bit rate of all PC5 unicast links shall not exceed PC5 LINK-AMBR. 

Authors of this CR propose to go for the first interpretation above, i.e. applying PC5 LINK-AMBR to each PC5 unicast link. 
In addition, this CR also clarifies the relationship between PC5 LINK-AMBR and UE-PC5-AMBR.

A PC5 unicast link is associated with the following aggregate rate limit QoS parameter:
-	per link Aggregate Maximum Bit Rate (PC5 LINK-AMBR).
[bookmark: _GoBack]The PC5 LINK-AMBR limits the aggregate bit rate that can be expected to be provided across all Non-GBR QoS Flows with a peer UE over PC5 unicast link.  The PC5 LINK-AMBR is measured over an AMBR averaging window which is a standardized value. The PC5 LINK-AMBR is not applicable to GBR QoS Flows. A PC5 unicast link is associated with the PC5 LINK-AMBR. Aggregate bit rate of one PC5 unicast link shall not exceed PC5 LINK-AMBR. The UE PC5 AMBR shall be set to the sum of the aggregate maximum bit rate of all types of communication (i.e. unicast, groupcast and broadcast modes) over PC5 reference point.
