With edge functionality deployed in a 5G system, it is expected that a set of edge functions will need to interact with the 5GS to have access to 5GS functionality and information, and to provide information for the provisioning of connectivity services supporting the edge functionality. Specifically, there is the need to study the interaction between the 5GS functionality and the edge computing functionality. 

This key issue will study the following aspects:

consider solutions being defined by SA6 for the SA6 Edge 2 interface

-
consider ETSI MEC APIs and identify which ones are applicable and how they can be supported by the 5GS

-
which information needs to be exposed to the edge computing functions by the 5GS

-
which information should be available to the 5GS by the edge computing functions to support edge computing
-
analyze whether existing mechanisms (e.g. NEF, CAPIF) can be re-used or whether any gaps exist, and in such case what extensions are needed.
