	In the last SA2#134 meeting, TS 23.501 CR1571r3 (S2-1907937) was agreed including following description.

When UE moves from 5GS to EPS, for both idle mode and connected mode mobility, if the MA PDU Session is not moved to EPS as a PDN connection, the 3GPP leg of this MA PDU session becomes unavailable and the AMF notifies the SMF. In turn, the SMF may decide to move the traffic to Non-3GPP access leg of the MA PDU session, if it is available. When UE moves back from EPS to 5GS, after the UE is registered over the 3GPP, the UE may add user-plane resources over the 3GPP access to the MA PDU session by triggering PDU Session Establishment procedure as specified in clause 5.32.2.

According to above description, the AMF release the MA PDU Session over 3GPP access when the MA PDU Session in not moved to EPS. However, in TS 23.502, AMF releases MA PDU Session completely when the MA PDU Session is not moved to EPS. In order to align with TS 23.501, the AMF should request to release the MA PDU Session over single access (i.e. 3GPP access).
