Introduction
SA2 TRs are structured around four main clauses: Key Issues, Solutions to Key Issues, Evaluation of Solutions and Conclusions. 
Key Issues are numbered sequentially. Solutions are also numbered sequentially, but with no relation to the related Key Issues – this does impair the readability of a TR especially for large TRs e.g. identifying relevant solutions in the ToC.

Proposal

Proposal 1: to document and number solutions in accordance to the Key Issues to which they relate, as follows:

-
Key Issues remain numbered sequentially as today i.e. Key Issue X (where X ∈ {1; …; M})
-
Key Issue X is documented in Clause 5.X
-
Solutions developed for Key Issue X are numbered sequentially i.e. X.Y (where Y ∈ {1; …; N})
-
Solutions to Key Issue X are documented in Clause 6.X
-
Solution X.Y is documented in Clause 6.X.Y
-
Solutions that relate to more than one Key Issue are described in a single clause, e.g. the one for the applicable Key Issue with the smallest index or for the most relevant Key Issue. 

Proposal 2: to introduce a mapping table collating all Key Issues indices and applicable Solution Indices e.g. as shown below, to easily identify solutions to multiple key issues. This table could be introduced by default in Clause 6.0.
