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Abstract of the contribution: 
This contribution proposes a new Key Issue addressing the support for Group Management and Group Communications in 5GS Systems.  
1. Discussion

Proximity Services (ProSe) have been developed in EPS (i.e. from Rel-12 to Rel-14) to support both commercial and public safety services; with one-to-many (group) ProSe Direct Communication applicable only to ProSe-enabled Public Safety UEs [Section 5.4.1, TS 23.303]. 
However, the Study on Network Controlled Interactive Services (NCIS) [TR 22.842] identified group communication as a useful feature for interactive services and specified the following requirements. 
“[PR.5.1-004] The 3GPP system shall support a mechanism to allow NCIS user to discover, join and to be       invited to any NCIS group based on user interest in the NCIS session or NCIS service; 
[PR.5.1-005] The 3GPP system shall be able to support UEs belonging to same MNO or different MNOs joining in the same NCIS group after authentication and communicate with each other with allocated resources.” 
This document proposes a Key Issue addressing the support of one-to-many (group) ProSe direct communication in 5GS. 
The KI attempts to address one of the objectives specified in FS_5G_ProSe (SP-190443 or S2-1906727) i.e. Study on System enhancement for Proximity based Services in 5GS. 
“System enhancements to support commercial related proximity services: System enhancement to support NCIS related service requirements, which mainly includes:
· Support of group management, discovery for the interactive services on PC5 interface.”
