Overall description
SA2 thanks SA3 for the LS on security aspects on AMF re-allocation.
SA2 has reviewed the two deployment options for Rel-15 in the LS and concludes:
· For Rel-15 if the AMF reallocation is required and the security association has been established between the UE and initial AMF, only the deployment alternative 1, i.e. option (A) defined in 23.502 clause 4.2.2.2.3, is used. Full slice isolation cannot be reached in this case. However if the AMF reallocation can be avoided, e.g. when the 5G-AN can select the AMF based on the available slice information conveyed at the AS layer or dedicated 5G-AN for a specific slice is deployed, the slice isolation can still be reached.  
· For Rel-16 it is understood that the SA3 is still on studying the solution to fulfill the slice isolation requirement if the AMF reallocation is required and the security association has been established between the UE and initial AMF. SA2 will wait the conclusion from SA3 to update our specification.
