1	Scope
GSMA 5GJA has introduced in document NG.116 [z] the concept of Generic Network Slice Template (GST) from which several Network Slice Types (NEST) descriptions can be derived. Some of the parameters in the GST point explicitly to the definition of parameters and bounds on the service delivered to the end customer. However, the enforcement of some of these bounds or the support of some of these parameters is not currently enabled by the 5GS yet.
For instance, the GST aims at the limitation of the number of PDU sessions per slice, or the number of devices supported per network slice, or the maximum UL or DL data rate per network slice (which is not the same as the AMBR for a UE, rather a rate limitation per UE/S-NSSAI). These parameters cannot be enforced today as the system lacks the ability to do so. 
This study aims at identifying the gaps that need to be filled in providing support for the GST parameters enforcement and the suitable solutions to address these gaps. This addresses the GSMA incoming LS requesting this work be done in SA2 ( see S2-1907776 [y])
