Overall description

SA2 has discussed the roaming scenario when the serving PLMN does not support ATSSS feature considering TS 24.501 specification.

According to TS 23.501, when the UE wants to establish a MA PDU Session, the UE sends PDU Session Establishment Request message with "MA PDU request" indication to the AMF and the AMF forwards the indication to the SMF to notify that the UE requested MA PDU Session. However, if the serving AMF does not support "MA PDU request" indication, there is no way for the SMF to know whether the UE requested MA PDU Session or SA PDU Session.

In addition, as described in TS 24.501, if the Request Type is used to provide the "MA PDU request" indication, when the UE requested to add second access, the AMF may select a new SMF and as a result, a new PDU Session may be established.

In order to solve above issues, SA2 has agreed that, the UE sends "MA PDU Request" indication in both UL NAS Transport and PDU Session Establishment Request message with appropriate Request Type, e.g. initial request in case of new MA PDU establishment or "Existing PDU Session" in case of adding additional access to the existing MA PDU Session. The attached CR captures the agreement in SA2.
