	This CR related to open issue #13 " Is seamless service continuity between SNPN and PLMN supported " and stage 1 requirements in TS 22.261:
"Subject to an agreement between the operators and service providers, operator policies and the regional or national regulatory requirements, the 5G system shall support for non-public network subscribers:
- access to subscribed PLMN services via the non-public network;
- seamless service continuity for subscribed PLMN services between a non-public network and a PLMN;
- access to selected non-public network services via a PLMN;
- seamless service continuity for non-public network services between a non-public network and a PLMN."
Description of service (PDU Session) continuity when UE moves between SNPN and PLMN when at the same time accessing PLMN via SNPN and vice versa is not clear in the specifications.
There are 4 different scenarios that should be better described:
UE handover from PLMN to SNPN when the PDU Session is anchored in PLMN.
UE handover from PLMN to SNPN when the PDU Session is anchored in SNPN.
UE handover from SNPN to PLMN when the PDU Session is anchored in PLMN.
UE handover from SNPN to PLMN when the PDU Session is anchored in SNPN.
The procedures are already supported using the existing procedures in 23.502 but there is a benefit on showing more explicitly how these mobility procedures can be used for the applicable mobility scenarios. Also 23.501 need to state that the scenarios are supported.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	In 23.501 it is clarified that service (PDU Session) continuity when UE moves between SNPN and PLMN when at the same time accessing PLMN via SNPN and vice versa is supported.

Adding a reference to a new annex, in TS 23.502, with informative procedures as proposed by CR S2-2000185.
