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Overall description
With respect to the manual CAG selection, the following service requirement question was raised within CT1 and SA1 is requested to provide feedback on the following:
Question 1: 
When the user performs manual CAG selection, shall the user be presented with all the available CAG IDs or shall the user be presented with only those CAG IDs of a PLMN that are available and are present in the UE’s Allowed CAG list for the PLMN?
On the assumption that there are scenarios where both options mentioned in the question will need to be supported, CT1 reached the following agreements in principle.

Agreement 1:
The HPLMN may configure the UE with an optional ‘manual CAG selection control’ parameter to control the user selection of a CAG-ID of the HPLMN that is not included in the UE’s Allowed CAG list for the HPLMN. 
Agreement 2:
If the UE is configured with the optional ‘manual CAG selection control’ parameter, then during a manual CAG selection, the user will be presented with all CAG-IDs of the available CAG cells that belong to the HPLMN, even if the CAG-IDs are not included in the UE’s allowed CAG list for the HPLMN. 
Agreement 3:
If the UE is not configured with the optional ‘manual CAG selection control’ parameter, the default behaviour for the manual CAG selection will be that the user is presented only with all the available CAG-IDs of HPLMN or VPLMN that are included in the UE’s Allowed CAG list for the HPLMN or the VPLMN.  
It is for further study, whether to enable the UE to select a CAG cell of VPLMN which is available but not present in the Allowed CAG list of the VPLMN.

In regard to the further study, CT1 would like to ask the following specific questions:
Question 2:
Can the HPLMN configure the optional ‘manual CAG selection control’ parameter also for the VPLMN?
Question 3:
Is the VPLMN expected to be able to control inbound roamers' usage of VPLMN's CAG cells before the UE registers with the VPLMN, without HPLMN's cooperation? Or is there any preference for a common requirement/solution for the serving PLMN (HPLMN and VPLMN) to control access of the user selection of CAG cells that are not included in the Allowed CAG list?
Furthermore, CT1 would like to ask another question regarding manual PLMN selection.

Question 4:
If the UE is configured to access a PLMN only via CAG cells and a non-CAG cell of the PLMN is available, shall the UE always display the PLMN ID of such a PLMN, or should this be controlled by the PLMN, HPLMN, or both of them?
Lastly, CT1 would like to ask SA1’s view on whether the successful registration triggered by the manual selection impacts the UE storage.

Question 5:
If the registration over a CAG cell for a PLMN is successful and the selected CAG-ID is not present in the UE’s Allowed CAG list for the PLMN, shall the UE add the CAG-ID to the list of Allowed CAG list for the PLMN?

Question 6:
If the registration over a non-CAG cell for a PLMN is successful and the UE has an indication that the UE is only allowed to access the PLMN via CAG cells, shall the UE delete the indication for the PLMN?

ACTION:
CT1 kindly ask SA1 to provide answer to the questions above so that progress on the Manual CAG selection work can be finalised.

CT1 would also ask SA1 to inform TSG CT#86 (December 2019) whether there are any problems with the proposed CT1 agreements and solutions in the attached CR (i.e. if any of the agreements or solutions do not meet SA1's service requirements).
