Introduction
As currently defined in TR 23.752 clause 6.7.2.5.1:

	Registration Management for the UE-to-Network Relay UE follows the principles and procedures defined in TS 23.501 [6] and TS 23.502 [8]. The UE-to-Network Relay is served by a first AMF.

Registration Management for the Remote UE follows the principles and procedures defined in TS 23.501 [6] and TS 23.502 [8]. The Remote UE is served by a second AMF that may or may not be the same as the first AMF.

Editor's note:
Which approach to select is FFS. It is dependent on whether or not to constrain the Remote UE to access the network according to only what is accessible by the UE-to-Network Relay UE or not.


This contribution addresses the above Editor’s Note.

Discussion
An L2 Relay is defined as a radio interface relay between the RAN and the Remote UE. The Remote UE is otherwise seen as a normal UE by the network, with its own independent CP/UP NAS stacks – i.e. the Remote UE is accessing 5GC services via the NG-RAN to which the UE-to-Network Relay is connected, without being bound to what the UE-to-Network Relay can or cannot connect to (bar radio interface limitations). The network holds dedicated contexts for the Remote UE like it would for any other UE. Said otherwise, there is no particular AMF constraints for the Remote UE wrt UE-to-Network Relay.
An L3 Relay is defined as IP relay between the data gateway (UPF) and the Remote UE. The Remote UE only operates a UP stack and as such is not actually seen by the network the way a normal UE is. This Remote UE is entirely subject to what the L3 Relay is able and not able to access in the network.
