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1. Overall Description:

With the introduction of the PS Data Off feature, 3GPP has explicitly stated that PS Data Off applies to 3GPP access only.

With the introduction of the ATSSS feature, in some scenarios a UE may be connected for a Multi Access PDU session both over a 3GPP access and over a non-3GPP access. The UE may have PD Data Off turned on, and there may be downlink data that needs to be delivered to the UE. The SA2 discussion indicated that, if the UE is connected over the non-3GPP access, the data that should be sent over the 3GPP access based on traffic routing rules could instead be sent over the non-3GPP access.

SA2 discussed the meaning of PS Data Off in such scenarios, considering that the user is not aware whether traffic over the non-3GPP access may be charged or not, thus possibly leading to traffic charges for the UE even if the PS Data Off is activated.

2. Actions:

ACTION: 
SA2 asks SA1 group to clarify what was the intended applicability of PS Data Off, i.e. if it applies solely to the 3GPP access or whether it shall apply to all the traffic of the UE, independently of whether the traffic is routed over 3GPP or non-3GPP.
