SA2 thanks CT1 for their LS on dual-registration requirements for EHPLMNs in S2-2000022 /C1-199046. 
CT1 Question: 

If the UE is currently registered on an EHPLMN, the wording “PLMNs equivalent to the Registered PLMN” in the above sentence in TS 23.501 could be interpreted as referring to:

i)
the list of equivalent PLMNs;

ii) 
the list of EHPLMNs; or

iii)
the combination of lists i) and ii).

SA2 answer:
The above implies UE is allowed to attempt for dual registration with either of EPLMN or EHPLMN. i.e. option 3 above. 

SA2 also would like to highlight:

Equivalent PLMN or Equivalent Home PLMN configuration by the operator so far are driven by business requirements and not based on support of a particular feature. Thus when the UE makes an attempt to register for dual registration between two different operators (because they are EPLMN or EHPLMN) one network operator may indicate “interworking without N26 is supported” and another may indicate “interworking without N26 is not supported”. In such cases UE’s are expected to remember the PLMNs which do not support dual registration and should not make an attempt to register with such PLMNs for dual registration till implementation dependent time.
