SA2 would like to thank CT1 for the LS on gPTP messages delivery to DS-TT and would like to provide the following feedback:

Question:
If there exist multiple PDU sessions for TSC between a UE and a UPF, is the UE expected to distribute a gPTP message received over a PDU session to:

1) a single DS-TT associated with the PDU session; or

2) a single DS-TT associated with the PDU session and DS-TT(s) associated with other PDU sessions?

SA2 reply:
According to IEEE 802.1AS, the gPTP messages must be forwarded to all the output ports of the directly connected time-aware systems. 5GS as TSN bridge should also follow the principles specified in IEEE 802.1AS to support the complete time synchronization mechanism. Furthermore, the ports of 5GS as TSN bridge are determined by the DS-TT ports at UE side and NW-TT ports at UPF side. Therefore, when the UE receives the gPTP packets, the UE needs to forward to all DS-TTs attached to this UE as described in the attached CR to provide a complete time synchronization mechanism.
