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Abstract of the contribution: conclusions on mobility key issue #4
Discussion
Clause 7.4 evaluates new RAT Type solution #2 from the following viewpoints: 
· Policy Control
· Mobility procedures, including Mobility Restrictions per RAT Type
· RAT specific charging requirements
· Location services and LMF selection
· Regulatory requirements to authorise satellite access per PLMN and per RAT
Since RAT Type steers all the above decisions and it is transferred in the interfaces between AMF, SMF, PCF, LMF and CHF, the introduction of new RAT Types is backwards compatible way to identify satellite access for the related functionality. 
However, as Key Issue #10 on regulatory requirements points out, the RAT Type solution cannot be a full solution to mobility restrictions in all configurations, especially when the cell coverage area spans over multiple countries. 

8.4 	Conclusion on solutions for Key Issue #4

Key Issue #4 studied QoS with satellite access. Following the evaluation in clause 7.4, it is concluded to take Solution #2 as the baseline for normative work on this key issue. 
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
