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1. Overall Description:

SA2 have discussed the input LS C4-194528 on Support of Network Address Translation in the User Plane function. SA2 is willing to work on the architecture specifications required to introduce support of NAT in the UPF under control of the SMF;
Further SA2 work is needed for this purpose, taking into account:
· Avoiding that a PDU Session consumes too much ports (potential DDoS) on the N6 side of the NAT

· The control of the feature via subscription data in UDM/UDR and possibly PCF

· The necessary report of the port range(s) used by a PDU Session to CHF and to regulatory related functions

· The need to avoid chattiness on the N4 interface and internal 5GC interfaces
· The need to not disturb IMS
