3	Justification
There are a number of cases where NAS signalling generated by specific UEs may be considered unwanted:
-	UEs (e.g. misused) that initiate NAS requests that should be not be initiated due to a running back-off timer;
-	UEs (e.g. compromised) that are involved in DDoS attacks;
-	UEs for which an abnormal behaviour has been detected by the network NWDAF.
4	Objective
This work item aims at specifying a mechanisms that would allow to let the RAN discard unwanted NAS signalling, either permanently or during periods of higher core network load.
