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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for their LS on service area restriction for CIoT 5GS optimization and would like to provide answers to CT1’s question:
Question: Is the UE using CP CIoT or UP CIoT optimization allowed to send or receive data in a non-allowed area, including exception data?
Answer: based on policy, the network may send downlink control plane data to a UE that is in CM-CONNECTED state and is in a non-allowed area. 
The following restrictions and exceptions apply to a UE in a non-allowed area:
The UE:

a)
in CM-CONNECTED state is not allowed to initiate SM signalling except for PS Data Off status change reporting or for sending exception data,

b)
in CM-IDLE is not allowed to initiate Service Request or Control Plane Service Request except for sending exception data,

c)
is not allowed to attempt the Connection Resume in CM-IDLE with Suspend procedure except for sending MO exception data,

d)
in CM-CONNECTED state is not allowed to initiate the UL NAS Transport message except for sending MO exception data or in response to receiving MT control plane data.
SA2 has agreed the attached CR based on the above.
