Overall description
SA2 thanks CT4 for the “LS on the Usage of Version ID”. SA2 would like to provide answers to the questions from CT4 below. 

Q1: 
What are the use cases for the Version ID and in which scenarios it can be changed?

[SA2 answer]: The version id is used to detect stale PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability IDs in the system when the UCMF needs to restart or change the assignment policy for any reason (e.g. algorithm change, vendor swap). AMFs/MMEs and RAN nodes learn about this when they detect that the version id contained in UE Radio Capability ID received is different from the ones in their PLMN Assigned UE Radio Capability ID cache. PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability IDs related to old values of the Version ID can be removed from cache with priority.
And when it is changed, whether the dictionary mapping information between UE Radio Capability ID(s) and the corresponding UE Radio Capability Information is still available in the UCMF?
[SA2 answer]: In the considered cases of UCMF restart or change the assignment policy, the dictionary mapping information between UE Radio Capability ID(s) and the corresponding UE Radio Capability Information is in general expected to not be available in the UCMF anymore
Q2:
How AMF/MMEs can learn there is a new Version ID configured in the UCMF? 

[SA2 answer]: When they detect that the version id used in a given PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability ID is different from the one they have stored in their local cache. 
Q3: 
What is the behaviour and relevant procedure for the AMF/MME when it is informed that a new Version ID is configured in the UCMF? 

[SA2 answer]: They need to retrieve again the mapping between the (new) UE Radio Capability ID and the UE Radio Capabilities from UCMF e.g. using the Nucmf_UECapabilityManagement Resolve service operation.
Q4: 
What is the behaviour and relevant procedure for the AMF/MME when it receives a PLMN Assigned UE Radio Capability ID containing a stale Version ID.

[SA2 answer]: See above.
