Evaluation
Key Issue#1:

Solution #3 "Busy Indication as Paging Response":
-
The solution avoids paging a UE that is assumed to be temporarily busy (i.e. unreachable) hence presumably saving related paging resources.
-
The solution may require a UE-NW negotiated leave of absence to respond to paging i.e. "periodic absence time" however this is deemed to be independent of this solution.
-
The solution requires means to leave the "busy state" with extra explicit signaling, a timer or both (this is not described in the solution).
-
The solution requires the UE responding to paging and issuing a Service Request to activate the busy period. As for existing proprietary implementations, the UE may simply not be able to respond to paging. This is especially relevant when the ongoing service is sensitive to packet loss e.g. voice. Said otherwise, this solution features the same issue faced by existing proprietary MUSIM implementations and will result in similar page loss from the network side. For ongoing data services that are not/less sensitive to packet loss, responding to paging is not deemed to be an issue given data recovery mechanisms exist (e.g. HARQ).

The solution does not describe what conditions in the UE prompt the sending of a busy indication which is a cause of concern.
