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1. Overall Description:

SA3-LI would like to get some clarification on the following aspects of the uniqueness of PEI in certain FN-RG configurations.  SA3-LI understands that in many implementations, networks enforce MAC locking such that an FN-RG has to be unique in a network.  SA3-LI considers an FN-RG to be a UE from a regulatory perspective, per TS 23.316 clause 4.2.6 “UE is replaced by FN-RG”, thus all requirements for a 3GPP UE apply to the FN-RG as specified in TS 33.126.
SA3-LI kindly asks SA3 and SA2 to consider that when each UE has a globally unique PEI, the ability for the Lawful Interception aspects to operate normally can be standardized by SA3-LI.  However, if the PEI is not globally unique, this will lead to problems for LI including the potential to deliver interception product for UEs not under warrant. For LI and security procedures in the overall 3GPP system to work as intended, the PEI is required to be trusted and globally unique. SA3-LI kindly asks that this be taken into consideration during continuing system design.
