Introduction
This contribution discusses ProSe UE-to-Network relays and service continuity for public safety uses. There have been disagreements on this topic and we would like to propose a way forward. 
2
Discussion
There has been a lot of discussion about the UE-to-Network relay and service continuity aspects of the R17 ProSe SID. For public safety use cases, service continuity is one of the critical aspects to be addressed and supported. However, some of the discussions about service continuity gets tied up to the L2 and L3 relay comparisons. In our view, L2 and L3 relay topic should be decoupled from the service continuity issue since both L2 and L3 solutions should support SC features. 

Service continuity can be included in the R17 discussion because at least some aspects of it needed for public safety applications can be supported with existing/proposed solutions. 

RAN work on NR sidelink relay, which include primarily L2 Relay, and SA2 work on L3 relay may finish on a different timeline, and it is possible that RAN may provide feedback in a slightly different timeline to complete work on L2 relays in SA2 (in case there is any impact to 5GC). We therefore propose that L2 and L3 work should both proceed in SA2 independently of each other.

Proposal

Proposal 1: Service continuity (SC) support for public safety uses should be included in the R17 study.
Proposal 2: SC topic should be decoupled from the L2 and L3 relay discussions. 

Proposal 3: Both L2 and L3 solution should be able to support SC one way or another. 

Proposal 4: While SA2 may continue to progress based on its timeline for L3 Relay, L2 related solution may progress as much as possible based on slightly altered timeline when RAN provides feedback on RAN-level procedures (in case there is any impact on 5GC). In other words, both L2 and L3 can be studied independently for evaluation on their own individual timelines and merits.

Conclusions
