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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes an update to Solution #1 for Key Issue #2 "Definition of Service Levels".
1. Discussion
In current TR 23.757, to address Key Issue #2 "Definition of Service Levels", Solution #1 "Multicast service levels" provides some requirements for basic service level; while still more requirements for the enhanced service level as well as the basic service level need to be considered.
For Basic service level, currently the requirements include "Efficient packet distribution from the 5GS ingress to (R)AN node(s)", however, to ensure end-to-end efficient packet delivery and resource usage via MBS service, the efficient data delivery from (R)AN node(s) to the UE also needs to be taken into account, e.g. when/how to use multicast/broadcast radio resources for MBS service. In addition, the QoS support should be one basic service requirement for MBS service to ensure that the application/service requirements are met while using multicast/broadcast transport.
For Enhanced Service Level, the service continuity of MBS session, e.g. when the UE moves between the area supporting MBS service and the area not supporting MBS service, or when the network switches between unicast and multicast/broadcast delivery modes based on policy or application requirements, should be supported. Local MBS service, as an optimization for MBS service provision, can also be listed as an enhanced Service Level requirement.
Therefore, additional MBS requirements for basic service level and enhanced service level are proposed as follows:
Basic service level
-	Efficient data delivery from (R)AN node(s) to the UE.
-	QoS support for MBS service.
Enhanced Service Level
-	Service continuity of MBS session, including reliable switching between unicast and multicast/broadcast delivery modes;
-	Local MBS service.

-	Efficient data delivery from (R)AN node(s) to the UE;
-	QoS support for MBS service.

The requirements for the Basic service level also apply for the Enhanced Service Level. Additional requirements for the Enhanced Service Level are listed below. Different requirements out of this set may be necessary to address specific use cases.

-	Local MBS service.
