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This Contribution addresses variation of the service control information flow scenarios with respect to the location of the application server changes from home to visited or third party. It also considers the changes in the location of the assigned serving CSCF for a roaming UE. The contribution is proposed for discussion and decision on the number of flow scenarios to be selected for developing their corresponding information flow diagrams in Release 2000. It is proposed that the agreed priority list of scenarios be kept in a subsection of Annex A in TS 23.288. It is meant to be an informative source for contributors to provide service control information flows of the highest priority for R00. 

Introduction

This list of the service control information flows was generated based on the following assumptions:

· Switch-based basic and supplementary services are addressed within the scope of “Call 

        Control Information Flow” scenarios.

· Per TS 23.228 (Section 4.2.3), both the home and the visited Serving CSCF control 

         models are assumed. 

· The third party platform offers no CSCF capability, and no “Supporting Network” is 

         assumed.

· The Application Server (AS) could be residing in either the home, the visited, or the third 

         party platform.

Two categories of service control scenarios are addressed, Call Related and Call unrelated, as listed below.

I.
Call Related Service Control

This category of the service control flows consists of all services that are invoked during a call that has a minimum of two parties. The service invocations (triggers) could come from either the originating party’s Serving CSCF or the terminating party’s Serving CSCF.
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Visiting Mobile Terminated Service (e.g., Call Forwarding)
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To this list of call related service control scenarios, we may add the following four additional cases. They relate to the cases in which mobile terminal is attached to its home network and is served by either the home AS or the third party AS. Clearly, the Serving CSCF for all these four cases is at the home network.

Home Roaming Mobile Originated Service (e.g., Emergency Calls)
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Home Roaming Mobile Terminated Service (e.g., Call Forwarding)
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II.
Call Unrelated Service Control

This category of services consists of those services that do not have pre-identifiable/identified called parties. In this case either the mobile terminal originates a service request, or the network prompts the terminal for a service.

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To this list of call related service control scenarios, we may add the following four additional cases. They relate to the cases in which mobile terminal is attached to its home network and is served by either the home AS or the third party AS. Clearly, the Serving CSCF for all these four cases is at the home network.

It is proposed that an agreed list of high priority scenarios be identified and kept in a subsection of Annex A in TS 23.288. The list should mean to be an informative source for contributors to provide service control information flows of the highest priority for R00.
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
