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Introduction

The title of TS 23.121 is “Architectural Requirements for Release 1999”.  It is inappropriate for a specification in R00 and beyound to contain “Release 99” in its title.  This document proposes two options for S2 to discuss and then agree the way forward.

Discussion

Option 1: Change the title of 23.121 to "Architecture Requirements", leaving the reader to look at the line below the title to find out which release it belongs to.  Any new versions of R99 would bear that new title, as would the R00 document.

One objection raised has been that users of the 3GPP Web Site who do not attend the S2 meetings could be confused by the change.

Option 2: Take out an entirely new number and change the title to be release independent e.g. “Architectural Principles and Requirements”.  This specification would exist for R00 onwards.  23.121 would remain for Release 1999 only, i.e. it will never be taken to version 4.x.x.

One advantage of taking a new number is that it provides the opportunity to restructure the document, resolving the section numbering issues.  In addition, it would be possible to tidy up the text. (Note: 23.121 was created from a report and much of the wording is in the style of a report rather than of a specifcation.)

The scope of the new document would be the high level prinicples and requirements that span the CN domains and the subsystems.  Requirements specific to a domain/subsystem e.g. the PS domain or the IM subsystem would be within the specifc stage 2 e.g. 23.060 or 23.228 respectively.

Proposal

It is proposed that S2 follows option 2.
