-	In the PortAnnounceInformationExt, the NW-TT receives and stores new Announce information received in Announce messages.
-	In the PortStateSettingEx, it may update the PTP instance variables and Per-Port variables.
-	In the PortAnnounceTranmit, it uses the PTP instance variables and Per-Port variables to construct the Announce message.
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
