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1. Overall Description:
SA2 has been discussing on Rel-17 FS_5MBS solutions since SA2 #135 meeting in TR 23.757, and captured several proposed solutions in clause 6, and architecture options in Annex A.
SA2 would like to inform that no solution or combination of solutions has been adopted yet, and would like to receive feedback from RAN2 and RAN3 on the RAN impacts produced by some of the company proposed solutions.    Based on the agreements made at the SA2 #140 e-meeting, SA2 agreed to send the updated version of the Technical Report TR 23.757 to RAN2 to facilitate work of RAN2.
1. SA2 agreed that the UE shall be able to receive on-going data of a multicast MBS session while in CM-CONNECTED state.  SA2 would like to ask whether the UE can receive on-going data of a multicast MBS session also while in CM-IDLE state and otherwise whether a UE within an MBS session shall stay in CM-CONNECTED state. SA2 would appreciate RAN2 and RAN3 feedback on this topic.
2. For the case of UEs receiving multicast data only in CM-CONNECTED, it was proposed that a UE in an MBS session can transition into CM-IDLE while no multicast data are transmitted to save power. It was also proposed that the MBS session can be deactivated by 5G CN while no multicast data are transmitted or requested by AF. When 5G CN trigger MBS session activation, e.g., when multicast data transmission starts, resumes, or requested by AF, 
3. can 5G CN trigger a notification to CM-IDLE UEs (and which kind of notification)? SA2 would appreciate RAN2 and RAN3 feedback on this topic.

7. Some of the proposed Xn/N2 handover solutions in the SA2 study propose temporary MBS data forwarding from S-RAN to the T-RAN to address potential data loss or duplication in case of a UE moving to a T-RAN supporting 5MBS (that may or may not have the on-going MBS session). SA2 would appreciate RAN2 and RAN3 feedback whether such temporarily MBS data forwarding during Xn/N2 handover is feasible and the required input from 5GC.
8. The SA2 study also includes some solutions for broadcast transmission. Do RAN2 and RAN3 intend to also support broadcast transmission (i.e. transmission of data without knowledge about the UEs receiving the broadcasted data) in Rel-17?

SA2 would like to reiterate that none of the solutions with diverse RAN impacts as described above have been concluded as way forward, and intends to use RAN WGs feedback on the RAN considerations, together with SA2’s own system level and core network considerations to reach final conclusions.
