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Abstract of the contribution: this contribution proposes an interim conclusion on KI#3.
1 Discussions on scenarios to be supported for KI#3
There are various requirements from vertical industry on supporting IMS voice services. One of the real market requirement is that vertical industry customers want to have their own SNPN but hope the IMS voice services can be provided by third party, especially PLMN operators, with their existing IMS network and capability of interconnection. Meanwhile, the customers are sensitive about their subscription security so they want the IMS subscription data to be stored locally with their SNPN data.
Some of the alternative solutions for KI#3 consider these requirements, while some hasn’t. The writer of this contribution believes these requirements are essential to SNPN market and need to be supported by the study.

It is also proposed to agree that IMC is selected as IMS credentials for UE without USIM or ISIM to minimize the standard effort and the impact on SNPN UE.

Some principle for interim conclusion based on the discussion above is therefore proposed.

Key Issue #3: Support of IMS voice and emergency services for SNPN

The following principle is proposed to be part of interim conclusion for futher study and normative work:

· Deploying the IMS subscription data and keeping voice traffic within SNPN network shall be possible.
· The IMC is used when USIM or ISIM is not available.
· Solution #21 and Solution #23 are recommended for normative work for support of IMC with SNPN and emergency support.
· The IMS architecture impacts for the architecture supported in Key Issue #1, where the serving SNPN provides access and connectivity service for a home Service Provider is FFS.
