Key Issue #5
For Key Issue #5 (Support direct communication path selection between PC5 and Uu):

-
Solution #12: “Policy based network-assisted Path Selection” proposes that the path selection policy rules are determined by PCF based on triggers:
· by the PCF (as described in clause 6.2.2 in TS 23.287 [5])

· by the UE (as described in clause 6.2.4 in TS 23.287 [5]),

· by the AF (as described in clause 6.2.5 in TS 23.287 [5]).


-
AF can be used in this solution to forward the network data analytics received from NWDAF to the UE policy PCF, or to forward the QNC reports received by RAN to the UE policy PCF. 
· ProSe AF may store QNC Status update and analytics notification into a selected UDR instance. The UE Policy PCF can be configured to subscribe to receive either notifications from UDR.

· (If SM PCF and UE Policy PCF are the same) UE policy PCF may directly receive QNC notifications.
· (For certain analytics types that are supported) the UE PCF may directly subscribe to the NWDAF to receive analytics relevant to UE Policy (incl. path selection policy/ parameters).
· PCF may combine multiple sets of QNC Status update and / or analytics notifications before inferring how to update ProSe Policy per UE.
· PCF functionality for path selection policy rules update should assure that the UE policy rules are not updated too frequently to avoid triggering many reselection processes at the UE side, leading to increase of signalling

Key Issue #5
For Key Issue #5 (Support direct communication path selection between PC5 and Uu), the followings are taken for normative work.

-
Path selection policy is provided to the UE to indicate which path(s) is preferred for ProSe application(s) or ProSe service type(s) (i.e. PC5, Uu or no preference indicated).


-
The path selection policy can be (pre)configured in the UE or provided by the PCF.
-
Whether path selection policy rule is one component of URSP, part of ProSe policy (i.e. configuration parameters to the UE) or a separate policy, also the precedence of corresponding policy rules versus others is FFS.

-
It is also FFS how the path selection policy can be updated before the path selection occurs e.g. based on QNC notification from RAN or analytics information from NWDAF or AF request based on topology formation or changes observed [criteria outside of the scope of SA WG2].
