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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank RAN2 for the reply LS on system support for WUS (S2-2005090/R2-2005985). SA2 acknowledges the RAN2 identified potential problem scenario where a UE could be unreachable for a period if it remains in the same cell, after a release occurs and the S1 connection was not established. 

SA2 would like to provide the following feedback:

· In scenario described by RAN2, the core network is never contacted, so the core network cannot be aware of the scenario. Pre-emptive measures in the core network would negatively affect WUS performance in regular cases where this scenario does not occur. 
· 
· SA2 has discussed possible solutions to the problem within RAN with no CN intervention and the option of the MME being configured with paging strategies to allow first page in the last known ECGI or TA and retransmission in all registered TAs.. 

· As this is an error scenario, that is normally better suited to be discussed at the Stage 3 levelunder RAN2 and RAN3 control. 
In conclusion, SA2 encourages RAN2 and RAN3 to consider the feasibility of addressing the scenario described in S2-2005090/R2-2005985 in RAN2 and RAN3.
