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Abstract: This contribution proposes quota exemptions for certain services for TR 23.700-40.
1. Introduction
For slices with quota management, UEs are rejected access when some threshold (e.g., maximum amount of UEs per slice, the maximum number of PDU sessions per slice) is reached. An optional back-off timer allows a UE to retry access to the slice upon timer expiration. Especially in case of high load, it is likely that rejected UEs in back-off state will repeatedly have to ‘back-off’. Various services (Emergency, Multimedia Priority Service (MPS), Mission Critical Services (MCS)) should be allowed to access slices in such scenarios. 
The proposal is to add a requirement to 23.700-40 to exempt such communications from quota limits and that this applies to any key issue solution.
2. Text Proposal

4.2 Architectural Requirements

The following architectural requirements apply:

· Solutions shall build on the 5G System architectural principles as in TS 23.501 [2], including flexibility and modularity for newly introduced functionalities.
· Subject to operator policy and national/regional regulations, solutions shall be able to exempt Emergency services, Multimedia Priority Service, and Mission Critical Service from quota limits.
· NOTE: Handling of UE/PDU Session quota exemption and any pre-emption to other non-mission critical services is expected to be controlled by operator policy.
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
