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Abstract of the contribution: 

This PCR is for the partial conclusion on the mobility scenarios between different SNPNs.
1. Introduction
This PCR is to conclude the mobility between SNPN#1 with separate entity#1 to SNPN#2 with separate entity#1 
2. Reason for Change
There is one aspect for the KI#1

Mobility scenarios, including service continuity, for:

UE moving from SNPN#1 with separate entity#1 to SNPN#2 with separate entity#1 available; 

In some solutions (solution#1 and solution #2) it has mentioned that how to transfer the PDU session from the SNPN#1 to SNPN#2 if the N14 interface does not exist.

Before the PDU session establishment procedure, the UE needs to perform the registration procedure. If the N14 interface does not exist, then the initial Registration procedure is prefered.
In the solution # 41, Between SNPN#1 and SNPN#2, there may three possible options for interworking support: i.e., no interworking support, roaming-like interworking, or N3IWF based interworking.
For the roaming-like IWK or the N3IWF based IWF, the UE will also perform the registration procedure before the PDU session establishment procedure. 
If N14 is existing between SNPN#1 and SNPN#2, then the mobility registration procedure can be performed. However it is very difficult to deploying N14 interface between different SNPNs. And if the mobility registration procedure is performed and the N14 interface does not exist, the the AMF will reject the mobility registration procedure and performs the initial registration procedure again. 

So in Rel-17, it is proposed to use the initial registration procedure for the mobility scenarios between different SNPNs for the conclusion part.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 23.700-07 v1.0.0.
