	5GJA kindly requests 3GPP CT4 to specify procedures to address the case when mismatch of profiles in AMF and UDR is identified.
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Background
GSMA 5GJA has discussed whether recovery procedures are required in case there is mismatch of profiles stored in AMF and UDR for registered UEs, due to any unexpected corruption of profiles stored in UDR.
5GJA was not able to identify any dedicated procedures specified in relevant 3GPP 5GC specifications that address such occasion.
Actions to 3GPP CT4
5GJA kindly requests 3GPP CT4 to investigate the above issue when mismatch of profiles in AMF and UDR due to corruption of profile in the UDR.
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
