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Abstract of the contribution: : This contribution proposes an update to  interim conclusion on KI#3.
Discussion
TS 22.261 has the following requirement in section 6.25 on Non-Public Networks:

Subject to an agreement between the operators and service providers, operator policies and the regional or national regulatory requirements, the 5G system shall support for non-public network subscribers:

- access to subscribed PLMN services via the non-public network;

This clearly supports the scenario  that PLMNs can provide IMS voice and emergency services to SNPN UEs that have subscription for these IMS services in the PLMN.
And although N3IWF does fulfil the requirement, there is nothing that precludes more than one solution fulfilling an SA1 requirement specially when they don’t overlap, and when one offers clear advantage over the other. The existing Release 16 solution requires complicated logic in the UE to enable access to IMS services in a PLMN over N3IWF vs direct interconnect which is significantly simpler.
Hence the scenario including an SLA between an SNPN and a PLMN for provisioning IMS voice and emergency services is clearly within the scope of the KI#3, and as such, the scenario should be included in the conclusion.

It is to be noted as well that the N3IWF solution requires deployment of N3WIF, while the SLA solution does not require that. As such, there is no overlap. 

Proposal

It is proposed to include the following into TR 23.700-07.

Key Issue #3: Support of IMS voice and emergency services for SNPN

The following principle is proposed to be part of interim conclusion for further study and normative work:
-
The use of IMC shall be possible when USIM or ISIM is not available in UEs accessing IMS via an SNPN according to Solution #21.
-
The reuse of USIM credentials for IMS AKA shall be possible when USIM is available in UEs accessing IMS via an SNPN.
-
Solution #23 is recommended for normative work to support voice and emergency services with SNPN.
-
Support for the scenario for PLMNs providing IMS voice and emergency services to SNPN having an SLA with the PLMN.
