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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes updates for key issue 1 evaluation and conclusions for simultaneous data service.
1.
 Discussions
It has been agreed for KI2:
When UE only has single subscription, the data service from both V-SNPN and Home SP (PLMN or SNPN), as well as service continuity is to be evaluated and concluded by KI#1.

Therefore, the statement in 7.1.4 that it is not in scope of KI#1 should be clarified with that an evaluation and conclusions should be made within the key issue anyway. This is motivated since the single subscription scenario requires the usage of KI#1 solution where a subscription in a separate entity can be used to access a SNPN.

Evaluation for solution #50 is added.

Conclusions are added to support the Local Breakout PDU sessions and Home routed PDU sessions to address the simultaneous data services from both V-SNPN and Home SP. This will need to be supported where Home SP is a PLMN according to the requirement in 22.261:

Subject to an agreement between the operators and service providers, operator policies and the regional or national regulatory requirements, the 5G system shall support for non-public network subscribers:

- access to subscribed PLMN services via the non-public network;

- seamless service continuity for subscribed PLMN services between a non-public network and a PLMN;

For SNPN, there is a pending response from SA1.
2. Proposal 
It is proposed to update TR 23.700-07 as follows.

Evaluations for simultaneous data service from both V-SNPN and Home SP (PLMN or SNPN)

This clause provides evaluations for the solutions that address the simultaneous data services from both V-SNPN and Home SP (PLMN or SNPN) of KI#2, among these solutions:
-
Sol#1, #2 and #50 propose to support the Local Breakout PDU sessions and Home routed PDU sessions to address the simultaneous data services from both V-SNPN and Home SP (PLMN or SNPN).
-
Solution #50 also proposes to support a dual-radio UE to do a secondary registration and a subsequent non-roaming PDU session, which makes use of the PLMN RAN resources. By this, the dual-radio UE uses one radio to access SNPN services via LBO PDU session and the other radio to access PLMN services via a normal PDU session. This comes with the complexity of supporting dual 3GPP registrations in one network.
-
This is not in the scope of KI#1, but in clause 8.2 it is determined that the scenario where UE only has single subscription, the data service from both V-SNPN and Home SP (PLMN or SNPN), as well as service continuity is to be evaluated and concluded by KI#1.

Conclusions for simultaneous data service from both V-SNPN and a separate entity owning the credentials (PLMN or SNPN)

PDU sessions anchored in UPF in SNPN network can be used to access data services in V-SNPN i.e., re-using local breakout architectures.

PDU sessions using N9 with V-UPF in SNPN and H-UPF in separate entity can be used to access data services in the separate entity i.e., re-using home routed architectures.

NOTE:
It will be determined by SA1 if access to services in the separate entity is supported when the separate entity is a SNPN.
