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Proposal
At the last meeting we have discussed extensively the RRC-level procedure for leaving. It was clear there was some difficulty to converge on a stable solution on this in SA2. It is therefore proposed that the NAS level procedure is assumed for now to be the working assumption until a workable RRC-level procedure is agreed, depending on RAN feedback. If an RRC level procedure is defined, it is to be then decided whether this applies only to the case the UE is negotiating short duration leave, or to all cases. If the latter is the case, we may come back in normative phase to exclude the NAS leave procedure for 5GS.
It is proposed to add this text to TS 23.761

Conclusions for Key Issue #3: Coordinated leaving for Multi-USIM device
Based on the evaluation in clause 7.3 the following interim conclusions are agreed for the baseline functionality:
-
For leaving in E-UTRA/EPS access, the NAS-triggered leaving procedure is recommended to be supported.

For NAS level leaving/resume procedure (EPS case and 5GS case, depending on whether the outcome of RAN work on any RRC-level procedure), the UE provides assistance information to the network in a MM/RM procedure indicating a MUSIM behaviour regarding MT data/signalling handling 
-
The assistance information may include information to temporarily restrict/filter MT data in this network while the UE has left:

-
An indication the UE is requesting or deactivating the MUSIM behaviour, and if the UE is requesting a MUSIM behaviour, it may contain additional information as here below. 
-
An indication that the UE should only be paged for IMS voice and IMS SMS
-
An indication that the UE should only be paged for IMS voice

-
An indication that the UE should not be paged at all (except for operator determined needs) 
-
An indication of the duration of required MUSIM behaviour (quantitative). The duration may be " until further RM interaction indicating the UE is deactivating the MUSIM behaviour, or requesting a different MUSIM behaviour"
-
An indication of a periodicity of required MUSIM behaviour (e.g. related to the DRX cycles) until further RM interaction indicating the UE is deactivating the MUSIM behaviour, or requesting a different MUSIM behaviour"
-
An indication of APNs/DNNs subject to suppression of MT services
-
An indication of S-NSSAI(s) subject to suppression of MT services
-
This Assistance information shall be encoded so it can be extended in a backward compatible manner.
Editor's note:
It is FFS whether the assistance information is common for EPC and 5GC, e.g., whether the assistance information in EPC supports only partial features comparing to 5GC.







-
UE is expected to send a request for NAS level leaving or AS level leaving.

Editor's note:
Whether there is an acknowledgment message in NAS level and AS level, and the conditions for leaving without acknowledgment is FFS.

Editor's note:
The details on the conclusion of the leaving procedure at UE side, including whether there is acknowledgement to the leave/release request message (RRC and/or NAS), will be synched with CT WG1 and RAN WGs.
