This paper updates the Key issue #3 conclusion in TR 23.700-07 by recommending a solution for IMS voice support with SNPN.

Discussion 

Tdoc S2-2007848 approved at SA2#141E was not implemented in TR 23.700-07 in a correct way. The tdoc changed the last bullet into “Solution #23 is recommended for normative work to support emergency services with SNPN”. But the TR refers still to voice and emergency services. Thus, current conclusion of key issue #3 does not indicate which solution is recommended for normative work to support voice services with SNPN. In our understanding IMS voices services can be provided by existing mechanisms as defined in TS 23.501 clause 5.16.3 for IMS voice service support, with the exception of EPS fallback and T-ADS. This is similar to the description in solution #21, but this solution is only focussing on the use of IMC while a general solution must be able to use IMC or USIM credentials.

Key Issue #3: Support of IMS voice and emergency services for SNPN

The following principle is proposed to be part of interim conclusion for further study and normative work:
-
The use of IMC shall be possible when USIM or ISIM is not available in UEs accessing IMS via an SNPN according to Solution #21.
-
The reuse of USIM credentials for IMS AKA shall be possible when USIM is available in UEs accessing IMS via an SNPN.
-
It is recommended for normative work to support voice services with SNPN based on existing mechanisms as defined in TS 23.501 [4] clause 5.16.3. EPS fallback and T-ADS are not supported.
-
Solution #23 is recommended for normative work to support emergency services with SNPN.
