It is SA2 opinion that, in the case of inter-VPLMN mobility and the execution of NSSAA, there should be minimal interruption to service to the UE. As such, if the target VPLMN decides to run NSSAA for an S-NSSAI whose NSSAA status is EAP-Success when a UE accesses the target VPLMN for the first time, since the S-NSSAI was allowed in the source VPLMN, the S-NSSAI shall remain in the Allowed NSSAI and the corresponding PDU sessions maintained while the NSSAA procedure is being executed.
