This clause applies only when the UE is not in SNPN access mode.
When the UE is using PLMN credentials for accessing the Onboarding Network (ON), then regular network selection, as per TS 23.122 [17] and regular initial registration procedures apply, as per TS 23.502 [3]. 
If a UE with default PLMN credentials is unable to find a suitable cell of an ON to camp on, the UE may camp on an acceptable cell of any available and allowable ON (i.e. which broadcasts onboarding enabled indication) and attempt an onboarding registration.
NOTE X:	In this scenario it is assumed that the Onboarding Network is a PLMN.
