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1	Overall description
In TR 23.700-07 it is already agreed to use UE Parameters Update (UPU) procedure (what is called also “CP provisioning”) for the following parameters: 
· Provisioning of NSSAA credentials (for PNI-NPN as per conclusion of KI#4 in TR 23.700-07) 
· Provisioning of PDU session authentication credentials (for PNI-NPN as per conclusion of KI#4 in TR 23.700-07) 
· Preferred SNPN and Group ID list (KI#1 in TR 23.700-07, TBD whether UPU or SoR is to be used)
In addition, it is also quite probable, [depending on the outcome of SA2#142] that the following may will be also be supported with UPU: 
· Provisioning of SNPN credentials (for SNPN, tentative agreement in KI#4 in TR 23.700-07)
In rel.16 SA2 understands that the UPU procedure was used for provisioning of Routing ID and default S-NSSAI and support for update of Routing ID and default configured NSSAI is currently mandatory at the UE and therefore there is no indication of UE support. 
Taking into account that support for the new parameters that SA2 agreed to be provisioned with UPU are going to become optionally supported in the UE, there is a need for an indication of UE support for each of these new parameters to UDM. SA2 has not consensus whether the intermediate node (AMF) is aware of the capabilities indications for the new parameters or not, except for the Provisioning of SNPN credentials for SNPN (as there is not yet an agreement if AMF should be aware or not as to enable CP vs UP provisioning). 
Since the UPU procedure was mostly specified between CT1 and SA3 and SA2 only did alignment CRs in TS 23.502, SA2 expects that CT1 and SA3 find a solution for indicating capabilitiesy negotiation for the parameters contained in UPU procedure in rel.17. 	Comment by Ericsson_r01: What are the architecture requirements e.g. UE indicates its capabilities such that network knows them, does UE need to learn the network capabilties, when should the capabilities be known e.g. during registration procedure such as UE provides it capabilities in Registration request message?
