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1	Overall description
As defined in clause 6.1.3.21 of TS 23.503, the PCF can generates the authorized QoS Monitoring policy for the service data flow based on the QoS Monitoring request if received from the AF and provide it within the PCC rule to SMF.
As defined in clause 5.33.3.2 of TS 23.503, the SMF can derive the monitoring parameters based on the authorized QoS Monitoring policy received from the PCF and provide them to the PSA UPF and NG-RAN to activate the end to end UL/DL packet delay measurement between UE and PSA UPF for a QoS flow.
It is possible that the PCF generates more than one PCC rules including different QoS Monitoring policies based on the requests from the same or different AF(s). CT3 would like to ask SA2 following question:
Q:	If the QoS Monitoring policies are different, e.g. the delay thresholds for downlink packet are different among the PCC rules, but the SMF binds the PCC rules to the same QoS flow according to the QoS flow binding mechanism defined in clause 6.1.3.2.4 of TS 23.503, how does the SMF derive the monitoring parameters for the QoS flow?
