The architecture where PLMN acts as the Separate entity is depicted in Figure 4.2.4-1, Figure 4.2.4-3, Figure 4.2.4-4 and Figure 4.2.4-6 with the difference that VPLMN is replaced by serving SNPN and HPLMN is placed by PLMN which acts as Separate entity.

UE supports access serving SNPN using credentials from a separate entity. The supported architectures are listed as below and corresponding figures are shown in clause 4.2.X:
- PLMN acts as the Separate entity. 
- Separate entity, which is not PLMN but hosts UDM, AUSF. 
In both cases, AUSF/UDM in the separate entity can be discovered using service discovery and registration procedure described in clause 4.17.5a in TS 23.502 [6].
