Triggers for the AMF to request for or subscribe to the analytics information from the NWDAF may include:
-	UE access and mobility related event subscription by other NFs (e.g. SMF, NEF);
-	notifications received from UDR or CHF on UE subscription change;
-	local events;
-	analytics information received.
The trigger conditions depend on operator policy and may be configured locally in the AMF. When a trigger condition happens, the AMF may check local configuration or evaluate operator policy to decide if any analytics information is needed and if so, request for or subscription to the analytics information from the NWDAF.
The AMF may, upon receiving event subscription for a given UE by other NFs for notification about an Event ID, e.g. "UE moving in or out of Area of Interest", decide that mobility related abnormal behaviour analytics of the UE is needed and therefore subscribe to notifications of network analytics related to "Abnormal behaviour" of the UE from the NWDAF as described in TS 23.288 [86].
Upon notifications received from UDR or CHF on UE subscription change, the AMF may decide that mobility related abnormal behaviour analytics of the UE is needed and therefore subscribe to notifications of network analytics related to "Abnormal behaviour" of the UE from the NWDAF as described in TS 23.288 [86]. Alternatively, the AMF may initiate AM Policy association establishment or modification request towards the PCF, which in turn triggers the PCF to subscribe to network analytics related to "Abnormal behaviour" of the UE from the NWDAF as described in TS 23.503 [45].
The AMF may, upon detection of certain local events, e.g. frequent mobility re-registration of one or more UEs, subscribe to mobility related abnormal behaviour analytics of the UE(s) as described in TS 23.288 [86] in order to trace UE mobility trend and take appropriate actions.
The AMF may, upon reception of analytics information, e.g. mobility related abnormal behaviour analytics which indicates unexpected UE location for a UE, decide to request for or subscribe to UE mobility analytics from the NWDAF as described in TS 23.288 [86] to further track the UE's mobility behaviour.

Triggers for the SMF to request for or subscribe to the analytics information from the NWDAF may include:
-	UE PDU Session related event subscription by other NFs (e.g. AMF, NEF);
-	notifications received from UDR or CHF on UE subscription change;
-	UE access and mobility event reports from the AMF;
-	local events;
-	analytics information received.
The trigger conditions depend on operator policy and may be configured locally in the SMF. When a trigger condition happens, the SMF may check local configuration or evaluate operator policy to decide if any analytics information is needed and if so, request for or subscription to the analytics information from the NWDAF.
The SMF may, upon receiving event subscription for a given UE by other NFs for notication about an Event ID, e.g. "UP path change", decide that communication related abnormal behaviour analytics of the UE is needed and therefore subscribe to notifications of network analytics related to "Abnormal behaviour" of the UE from the NWDAF as described in TS 23.288 [86].
Upon notifications received from UDR or CHF on UE subscription change, the SMF may decide that communication related abnormal behaviour analytics of the UE is needed and therefore subscribe to notifications of network analytics related to "Abnormal behaviour" of the UE from the NWDAF as described in TS 23.288 [86]. Alternatively, the SMF may initiate SM Policy association establishment or modification request towards the PCF, which in turn triggers the PCF to subscribe to network analytics related to "Abnormal behaviour" of the UE from the NWDAF as described in TS 23.503 [45].
The SMF may, upon receiving event report from the AMF, e.g. "UE moving in or out of Area of Interest", subscribe to network analytics related to "UE communication" or "Network Performance" with Analytics Filter including the Area of Interest as described in TS 23.288 [86], to observe communication performance of the UE(s) or the network in the specific area.
The SMF may, upon detection of certain local events, e.g. number of PDU session establishment or release reaches a threshold in a specific area, request for or subscribe to network analytics related to "Abnormal behaviour" as described in TS 23.288 [86] to detect whether there are any exceptional UE behaviours in this area.
The SMF may, upon reception of analytics information, e.g. communication related abnormal behaviour analytics which indicates "Unexpected long-live/large rate flows", decide to request for or subscribe to UE communication analytics from the NWDAF as described in TS 23.288 [86] to further track the UE's communication behaviour.
