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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: _GoBack]SA2 thanks RAN3 for the Response to LS Reply on Enhancement of RAN Slicing (S2-2009107/ R3-207236).
For the TR 38.832, SA2 has noticed the latest version which has been endorsed by RAN3 in February is V0.5.0 (R3-211228), and SA2 will reply the LS based on this version.
SA2 agrees that the scenarios listed in clause 6.1 are valid and slice re-mapping could be potential solutions to address the issues. Some considerations have been proposed by SA2 before checking the TR 38.832:
1) The relationship between S-NSSAI and PDU session should be consistent for the UE, RAN and 5GC.
2) 5GC is not aware of the RAN resource shortage status.
For TR 38.832, some feedbacks are provided by SA2 as following:
