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1. Overall Description:

SA2 have defined the EASDF as an entity connected onto the DN (N6 interface) that may be inserted by the SMF in the data path of DNS traffic from and to the UE. 

The SMF may configure the EASDF with DNS message handling rules to forward DNS messages of the UE to a relevant DNS server (DNS message forwarding rule) and/or report when detecting DNS messages (DNS message reporting rule).
SA2 has defined that the SMF may use the NRF to discover and select an EASDF. It would be beneficial to allow EASDF(s) to communicate with the NRF: EASDF(s) would be able to register onto NRF and (as defined in TS 29.510) to contact the NRF periodically (heart-beat) in order to show that they are still operative; this allows the NRF to provide an EASDF instance in a NRF discovery response only if the NRF knows that this EASDF instance is still operative.

Conversely, EASDF(s) are located on the DN thus are not part of the protected backbone where 5GC NF get connectivity.
This has security implications and thus SA2 would like to get feedback from SA3 on security means allowing EASDF(s) to communicate with the NRF; 
It has also to be noted also that the EASDF(s) and SMF(s) need to communicate whereas the EASDF(s) are located on the DN while the SMF are located on the protected backbone where 5GC NF get connectivity.
