Editor’s Note:	This clause should include the configuration data in the UE for UP provisioning.
UE onboarding configuration information for user plane remote provisioning contains either a PVS address or a domain: 
· PVS address can be either an IP address or an FQDN. It can be used by a user plane based provisioning protocol as well-known server address. 
· Domain can be used by a user plane based provisioning protocol for service discovery using mechanisms such as DNS Service Discovery.
UE onboarding configuration information for user plane remote provisioning may be pre-configured in the UE or may be provided by the network. UE onboarding configuration information provided by the network takes precedence over corresponding configuration information pre-configured in the UE.
UE onboarding configuration information for user plane remote provisioning may be provided to the UE by the ON-SNPN during the establishment of the restricted PDU Session as part of extended Protocol Configuration Options (PCO) in the PDU Session Establishment Response.
UE onboarding configuration information for user plane remote provisioning may be either
· locally configured in the ON-SNPN; or
· provided by the DCS to the AMF in ON-SNPN as part of authentication procedure as specified in TS 33.501 [29]. AMF stores the UE onboarding configuration locally and forwards it to SMF as part of the PDU Session Establishment Request. 
NOTE: It is up to local policy in ON-SNPN whether to use UE onboarding configuration information received from DCS or locally configured information if both are available.
Editor’s Note: How UE onboarding configuration information is used in ON-SNPN to restrict UE access for onboarding is FFS.
