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	Reason for change:
	Based on the description in TS 23.502, when EAC mode is active, the AMF triggers slice availability check and update procedure during the registration and UCU procedures. When EAC mode is deactive, the AMF triggers the procedure after the registration and UCU procedures.
The description in clause 5.15.11.1 only reflects the AMF behavior in one case, i.e. when EAC mode is active. So it is propose to add the description of AMF behavior when EAC mode is deactive. To make the specification clear, the description of EAC mode is also added.

Furthermore, based on the description in TS 23.502, the AMF does not trigger slice availability check and update procedure during the NSSAA procedures, but during or after the UCU procedure which is result from NSSAA procedures. So it is propose to align the description in clause 5.15.11.1 with TS 23.502. Besides the NSSAA procedure, one more scenario is added, i.e.  subscribed S-NSSAI change.

When Early Admission Control (EAC) mode is activated, the AMF is required to perform the number of UEs per network slice availability check and update procedure before the S-NSSAI subject to NSAC is included in the Allowed NSSAI and sent to the UE.
The NSACF determines whether to activate or deactivate the EAC mode for a network slice based on the status of network slice, e.g. the number of UEs registered with the network slice subject to NSAC crosses a certain threshold.
5.15.11.1	Maximum number of UEs per network slice admission control
The NSACF controls (i.e. increase or decrease) the current number of UEs registered for a network slice so that it does not exceed the maximum number of UEs allowed to register with that network slice. The NSACF also maintains a list of UE IDs registered with a network slice that is subject to NSAC. When the current number of UEs registered with a network slice is to be increased, the NSACF first checks whether the UE Identity is already in the list of UEs registered with that network slice and if not, it checks whether the maximum number of UEs per network slice for that network slice has already been reached.
The AMF triggers a request to NSACF for maximum number of UEs per network slice admission control when the UE's registration status for a network slice subject to NSAC may change based on whether Early Admission Control mode is active or not, i.e. during or after the UE Registration procedure in clause 4.2.2.2.2 in TS 23.502 [3] and UE Configuration Update in clause 4.2.4 in TS 23.502 which maybe result from NSSAA procedure or subscribed S-NSSAI change and after UE Deregistration procedure in clause 4.2.2.3 in TS 23.502 [3], UE Deregistration procedure in clause 4.2.2.3 in TS 23.502 [3], Network Slice-Specific Authentication and Authorisation procedure in clause 4.2.9.2 in TS 23.502 [3], AAA Server triggered Network Slice-Specific Re-authentication and Re-authorization procedure in clause 4.2.9.3 in TS 23.502 [3], and AAA Server triggered Slice-Specific Authorization Revocation in clause 4.2.9.4 in TS 23.502 [3].
