5.30.2.X.3.2	Network selection and Registration 
This clause applies only when the UE is not in SNPN access mode.
When the UE is using PLMN credentials for accessing a PLMN as the Onboarding Network (ONN), then regular network selection, as per TS 23.122 [17] and regular initial registration procedures apply, as per TS 23.502 [3]
When the remote provisioning for SO-SNPN credentials is completed, the UE or ON-PLMN shall initiate the de-registration from ON-PLMN.
Editor’s Note: It is FFS whether the de-registration shall be initiated when the remote provisioning for SNPN credentials is finished or timer configured for UE onboarding expires.
